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The dedicated road fund!

– Fuel Excise Duty

– Road User Charges

– Motor Vehicle Registrations

Is the cake getting smaller?

What happens when it does?
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Can levy a regional fuel tax of up to 10c/litre.

Use of fund limited to capital works with cap of 
5c/litre for roads and 5c/litre for passenger 
transport.

Useful additional funding tool for some 
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Relaxed criteria for use of “R” funds.

Subject to regional approval and LTNZ can now 
be used for renewals as well as capital works.

Able to be drawn down at enhanced rate (mid 
point between current construction FAR and 
100%)

Useful additional funding tool for small number of 
councils 
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Challenges for local government

• Regional prioritisation of local land transport 
programmes – opportunity for relitigation

• Who manages the process?

• Who is involved?

• What is broke and what will be the 
benefits/costs in dollars and relationships for 
the new regime?
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Sector agreement that:

• Only capital works of “regional significance” should be subject 

to regional prioritisation process.

• Only those with accountability back to ratepayers should be 

involved in the decision-making.

• The same group which develops the regional land transport 

strategy should undertake the compilation of the regional land 

transport programme and undertake regional prioritisation.
