No significant changes have occurred between
Building Act 1991 and Building Act 2004

Principle area of doubt is in relation to culverts
and culvert headwalls — treated differently by
iIndividual councils.



Under BA 1991 exemption or consent for
bridges required before 31 March 2010. BA
2004 makes it an offence if not done.

Guard rails exempt

Retaining structures greater than 1.5m never
have been exempt.

Culverts depending on “fall height” are unlikely
to be exempt under BA2004.



RCA'’s not getting a Certificate of Acceptance for work
done under the BA 1991 are at risk of being prosecuted
come 31 March 2010.

This would be for allowing public use but any
informations laid to enable prosecutions have to be
done within 6 months of this date.

Work done since 31 March 2005 without a building
consent are an offence under section 363 of BA2004.

It isn’t clear at this time how the Department of Building
and Housing will respond — are they likely to bring
prosecutions?
