Will set size of activity classes for the National
Land Transport Programme (e.g. SH
construction, public transport, local roads)

Will set FED and RUC levels

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Update of the New Zealand Transport Strategy
New Zealand has had transport strategy since 2002

 The key components of the existing strategy are five ‘objectives’:
— Economic Development
— Safety and Personal Security
— Access and Mobility
— Public Health
— Environmental Sustainability

... these are useful headings, but the
current strategy does not have
clear targets or timeframes...



Clearer guidance and targets are very desirable...

...to be provided by an “Update to the New
Zealand Transport Strategy” (UNZTS)

UNZTS discussion paper to be launched in
December 2007, closing February 2008

Discussion paper contents......
— strong emphasis on climate change

... but also considers other key aspects of
transport...



Halve per capita domestic greenhouse gas transport
emissions from 2007 levels

Predictable travel times for all modes
Improved travel times for principal routes
Facilities and activities accessible to all

Public health and local environmental effects of transport
at accepted international standard

World best practice safety standards for all modes



One of the first countries in the world to widely deploy electric
vehicles

Minimum 3.4 percent of petrol and diesel sales to be biofuels
by 2012

No more than 200 road deaths per annum

30 percent of inter-regional freight by coastal shipping
25 percent of domestic freight by rail

Double land passenger transport mode share

30 percent of urban trips by walking and cycling

Road safety for New Zealand
A story about significant improvement over 33 years......

O 843 fatalities in 1973

O 391 fatalities in 2006

The improvement is a result of:
— Safer roads and safer cars
— Much better driver behaviour (drinking and driving is not ‘OK")
— Better enforcement (speed cameras, alcohol testing etc)
