Data ‘warehouse’ underpinning framework

Multiple sources

— MoT, Stats NZ, Land Transport NZ, Transit NZ, Regional
Councils, Maritime NZ, Civil Aviation Authority, etc

For each indicator, where possible, ‘warehouse’ populated
with data since 2000

Meta data, including quality, documented
Indicator and data gaps

— identified
— plans to address these systematically
